Throttle Spring Modification
This modification stops the throttle stick from snapping back to the off position when you let go of the stick.  It is a simple modification to do.

Start by unscrewing the transmitter antenna and remove. Next flip the transmitter over, and remove the four visible screws.
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 Remove the battery cover. There are three additional screws inside the cover where the batteries go. Remove them.
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 Slit the sticker where the antenna goes in. This will allow you to open the case. Remember that the case will open only so far, because of the charge cable!

Once you have the case open, locate the throttle stick on the left hand side of the controller.  What you’re interested in here is the spring on the left hand side of the stick itself.
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There is a screw on the left side of the left stick, with a washer and 2 little pieces of wire sticking up into the side of the stick.
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 I just loosened the screw and pulled the wires/spring down behind the stick and tightened it back up. Now, if I want to go back to the spring, I can just loosen it, move the spring back, and retighten.  If you have a small set of pliers you do not even need to loosen the screw.  Just grab the spring and pull it around the stop. Pretty simple, and allows for 1 handed flight, for catching it and whatever else you might need that for. Now the stick will no longer snap back when you let go, and you can keep it at the right spot to maintain continuous level flight.   The stick itself has a little bit of ratcheting, and makes it closer to having a set throttle position. Hope this helps.
